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Step 3

o IMAGE 1 Remove the stock aluminum cross member from the rail using an 8mm allen.

o IMAGE 2 Remove the nut from the swing arm assembly using a 13mm, you do not need to remove
the bolt just the nut.

o IMAGE 3 Loosen the bolt that runs through the back wheels using a 15mm. This is necessary to
open the rails enough to get the rear ZBROZ brace into place.

Step 4

o IMAGES 1 & 2 Place the new rail brace onto the new rail and line it up with the bump stop as
shown in IMAGE 2

o IMAGE 3 Place one of the provided nuts and bolts through the hole just behind the bump stop and
tighten using a 13mm.

o Repeat these steps on the opposite side.
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e IMAGE 1 With everything loose, pull the rails apart enough to place the new ZBROZ cross brace
in-between the rails. Line it up with the last two holes and use 4 of the provided bolts to bolt it in
place. Torque to spec.

o IMAGES 2 & 3 Now place the new front cross shaft in between the rails and line it up with the first
hole in the new rail brace use two of the provided bolts and place them through the rails and into
the cross shaft and torque to spec. Replace the stock cross shaft and torque to spec as well.

o IMAGE 3 Replace the nut on the back side of the swing arm bolt and torque to spec. Also place a
provided nut and bolt into the location right in front of the swing arm and torque to spec.

e With all the nuts and bolts in place tighten the nut and bolt that runs through the rear wheels.

By installing this product, you acknowledge that the suspension of this vehicle has been modified. As a
result, this vehicle may handle differently than that of factory-equipped vehicles.
