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Step 1 — Safety Warning

Step 2 — Installation Warning

e All steps and procedures described
in these instructions were performed
while the vehicle was properly
supported on a two post vehicle lift
with safety jacks.

e Use caution during all disassembly
and assembly steps to insure
suspension components are not
over extended causing damage to
any vehicle components and parts
included in this Kkit.
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o Included instructions are guidelines
only for recommended procedures
and are not meant to be definitive.
Installer is responsible to insure a
safe and controllable vehicle after
performing modifications.

o ZBROZ recommends the use of an
OE Service Manual for model/year
of vehicle when disassembly and
assembly of factory and related
components.

e Unless otherwise specified, tighten
all bolts and fasteners to standard
torque specifications listed within the
OE Service Manual.

@ Suspension components that use
rubber or urethane bushings should
be tightened with the vehicle at
normal ride height. This will prevent
premature wear or failure of the
bushing and maintain ride comfort.

e Larger tire and wheel combinations
may increase leverage on
suspension, steering, and related
components.

e Due to payload options and initial
ride height variances, the amount of
lift is a base figure. Final ride height
dimensions may vary in accordance
to original vehicle ride height.
Always measure the vehicle ride
height prior to beginning installation.
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Step 3

o Begin by positioning the snowmobile on its side or removing the skid completely.

o (IMAGE 1) Once you have your snowmobile in position remove the torsion spring from the rail
spring retainer on either side using a 6mm allen wrench and a 13mm end wrench.

o (IMAGE 2) Using your flathead screwdriver, gently remove the c-clips from the spring preload
blocks on either side. Remove the spring preload blocks.

@ NOTE: Be sure to keep the stock c-clips as they will be used in reassembly.

o (IMAGE 3) Install new billet torsion spring blocks making sure you place them in the same position
as the stock blocks.

& If you have the ZBROZ coil over conversion rear shock, do not install the new billet torsion spring
blocks. Install upper aluminum spacers instead.
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o (IMAGE 1) Remove the lower scissor arm bolt.
@ NOTE: Be sure to keep the stock washer and nut as they will be used in reassembly.

o (IMAGE 2) Using the new bolt provided, reassemble the lower scissor arm with the new T-Motion
lockout links on the outside of the spacers provided. Be sure the spacers are placed with the bevel
towards the heim joints. see IMAGE 2.

o (IMAGE 3) Position the new preload blocks and new T-Motion links back over the stock upper
swing arm assembly and replace c-clips.

@ Adjust your torsion spring block to preferred setting using a flathead screwdriver. Reinstall torsion
springs to rail using the 6mm allen bolt and 13mm wrench.

o If you had the snowmobile on its side reattach your rear torque arm bolts to the tunnel and torque
to factory specifications.

& Be sure to double check that you have retightened all the bolts back down to factory torque specs.
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Step 5
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o (IMAGE 1) The completed install with with the torsion springs will look like this.

o (IMAGE 2) The completed install with the ZBROZ coil over conversion shock will look like this.
