e Unless otherwise specified, tighten
all bolts and fasteners to standard
torque specifications listed within the
OE Service Manual.

@ Suspension components that use
rubber or urethane bushings should
be tightened with the vehicle at
normal ride height. This will prevent
premature wear or failure of the
bushing and maintain ride comfort.

e Larger tire and wheel combinations
may increase leverage on
suspension, steering, and related
components.

e Due to payload options and initial
ride height variances, the amount of
lift is a base figure. Final ride height
dimensions may vary in accordance
to original vehicle ride height.
Always measure the vehicle ride
height prior to beginning installation.
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Step 3 — Removing Stock Trailing Arms

e Start by making sure you are parked on a flat surface. With your floor jack or lift, raise your Pro XP
off of the ground and remove the rear wheels and tires.

e IMAGE 1 Using your 10mm socket and wrench begin by removing the plastic guard over the brake
line near the hub assembly

e IMAGE 2 Now using your 3/16 drill bit, remove all the rivets securing the brake line to the stock
trailing arm.

e Next take your 18mm end wrench and socket and remove the shock mount bolt from the trailing
arm.

o IMAGE 3 Use a 15 mm to remove the sway bar.

@ NOTE: The rear shock and sway bar do not need to be removed completely, just the lower
bolts.
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Step 4

o IMAGE 1 Using the 15mm socket, remove the 4 bolts holding the trailing arm to the hub assembly.

o IMAGE 2 With the 4 bolts removed you should be able to lift up on the hub assembly and rotate
the rear of the trailing arm down out of the way.

o IMAGE 3 Finally, remove the 18mm bolt from the heim joint connecting the trailing arm to the
frame.

@ You should now be able to completely remove the trailing arm from your Pro XP

o Repeat these steps on the opposite side.
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Step 5

(@) Your new ZBROZ Trailing arms will
arrive with the heim joint pre set to
factory length.

o IMAGE 1 Place one of the provided
reducers into to each side of the
hiem joint. They are all the same so
it doesn't matter which one goes
where.

e IMAGE 1 Now place the heim joint
with the reducers installed, into the
pivot location and insert the factory
bolt and nut.

@ NOTE:You will not re-use the
factory OEM reducers, just the
nuts and bolts.
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Step 6

o IMAGE 1 Now that you have the heim joint side connected, repeat the process used to remove the
trailing arm from the hub to re-install the new trailing arm. Lift the hub assembly upward and rotate
the ZBROZ trailing arm into place.

@ NOTE: Having an additional person will help in maneuvering the trailing arm into place over the
4 bolts.

@ Once you have the bolts in place, go ahead and re-install the 4 nuts and washers holding the
trailing arm in place and tighten to factory torque specs. It helps to hold the bolts in place on the
backside with a flathead screwdriver or a 15 mm end wrench.
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Step 7

o IMAGE 1 Now that you have the trailing arm in place, locate the 4 rivet holes to re-install your
brake line.

@ Begin by moving the rivet mounts to the appropriate location. Using the new rivets provided, rivet
the brake line back into place making sure you have enough clearance over your upper radius rod.
SEE IMAGE 2

e You will now be able re-install your shock and sway bar into the appropriate positions.
o Repeat above step on the other side.

A Double check all bolts are tightened back to factory specs before lowering the vehicle.
